Commencement Speaker

In his commencement remarks be-
fore a standing-room-only crowd esti-
mated at over 2,600, honorary Doctor
of Humane Letters degree recipient JI.
Richard Munro, chairman and chief ex-
ecutive officer of Time, Inc., which
publishes Tirme magazine, challenged
graduates to “love” their fellow
humans.

“Can you love?” asked Munro. “Will
we learn the love that causes ordinary
men and women to stop excusing injus-
tice and start fighting it?”

Munro, an alumnus of Colgate Uni-
versity in Hamilton, N.Y., did graduate
work at Columbia University, and is a
director of International Business Ma-
chines Corporation, the Rand Corpora-
tion and Genentech, Inc.

Baccalaureate Address

Earlier in the day, in a stirring bacca-
laureate address at Mary Dod Brown
Memorial Chapel, honorary Doctor of
Humane Letters degree recipient Le-
rone Bennett Jr. told graduates their
work had just begun.

“The next 20 years are the most crit-
ical for black people,” he said. “There’s
work to be done, poems to be written,
songs to be sung, boys and girls to be
saved.

People and nations advance on the
shoulders of succeeding generations, he
said. “It is only through you that the
dreams of the past can be a reality. If
you fail, the slaves of the past fail; if
you triumpbh, the slaves triumph. . ..
The challenge before you is not to
make money but to make truth and
freedom. . . . I beg you: don’t let black
people down; don’t let Lincoln down.”

Dr. Bennett is the author of the criti-
cally acclaimed and best selling book
on black history, Before the Mayflower,
and executive editor of Johnson Pub-
lishing Company’s Ebony magazine. A
graduate of Morehouse College in
Atlanta, Ga., he has written nine books
and numerous poems, short stories and
articles, many of which have been
translated for publication in other coun-
tries. He has received several presti-
gious literary awards.

Dr. Sudarkasa also conferred honor-
ary Doctor of Humane Letters degrees
upon three other distinguished
members of the publishing field and an
honorary Doctor of Laws degree on a
longtime civil and women’s rights acti-
vist, as follows:

Instructions for Ordering Reunion Class Photographs

Copies of photographs of the reunion classes from Commencement 1988 are available. To reduce costs and prevent delays, it is
suggested that each reunion class designate one person to order its photographs as a unit, specifying the total number of prints
requested.

There is a one-time charge of $7.50 to process a negative for a photograph measuring 5 inches by 7 inches. The costs of prinis
vary. For example, developing 1 to 9 prints costs $5 each; 10 to 19, $4.50 each, etc.

U.S. District Court Judge BARRING-
TON D. PARKER, in a recent interest-
ing case, threw out the confession of an
alleged Lebanese hijacker who was ar-
rested at sea by U.S. authorities. The
action was the first under federal laws
designed to prosecute foreign terrorists.

Judge Parker ruled that the FBI vio-
lated the constitutional rights of Fawaz
Yunis "28, in persuading him to waive
his rights to an attorney and in obtain-
ing his signature on a statement of his
role in the 1985 hijacking of a Royal
Jordanian airliner from Beirut Interna-
tional Airport. Yunis alledgedly did not
receive adequate medical treatment for
two broken wrists sustained during his
arrest or for seasickness.

“These constitutional principles
should not be cast aside nor minimized
merely by invoking ‘national security’
or ‘the fight against terrorism,’” said
Judge Parker in a strongly worded 47-
page opinion which repeatedly rebuked
FBI officials for their treatment of
Yunis.

A method for applying traction to the
lower spine without being confined to a
bed, the unit can be worn under cloth-
ing, or over light clothing while con-
cealed by a suit jacket. With its use,
many patients with low back pain
would be enabled to return to work or
continue to work when recuperating
from a back injury.

The invention can also be used pro-
phylactically for patients who are sub-
ject to back pain caused by occupa-
tional conditions.
